Joey, 33, and her family achieved their dream of owning a farm where they could grow organic vegetables and raise animals when they purchased 39 acres and a 2,000 square-foot farmhouse in February 2004. The Scotts had planned to renovate the house over time.  The house was not insulated and had 100-year-old wiring. Their property had a barn, a chicken coop and a pig pen. Shortly after the Scotts purchased the farm, Joey was diagnosed with leukemia.  Even though she was told that chances of finding a donor were slim, a perfect match from an anonymous donor miraculously surfaced and Joey received a bone marrow transplant on Oct. 15, 2004. After two years of hospitalization and treatments, Joey’s health improved; however, funds that Joey and Philip had set aside for repairing the farmhouse were depleted to pay medical expenses. Joey had missed two springs of planting at the farm due to her illness. Furthermore, problems with the outdated wiring threatened to destroy the farmhouse earlier this year when Joey awoke to explosions and sparks that resembled a fireworks display.  Although the local fire department arrived quickly enough to avert a major catastrophe, the house and the family would continue to face the possibility of a fire in the future if the wiring weren’t replaced soon.   Unable to afford the cost of rewiring the house, Joey and Philip were concerned that they would have to abandon their farm and their dreams of self-sustainability. They continued to live with their children Kaila, 19, Jonathan, 16, and Michael, 15, in unsafe conditions for months after the fire threat.
